The Flower Carpet is a biennial event in Brussels during which volunteers from around Belgium 
convene at the Grande Place, the historic centre of the city, to weave a carpet-like tapestry out of 
colourful begonias.  

 A similar “Flower carpet” will be 
installed in central Podgorica and be 
on display for three days. On Europe 
Day, Sunday 9 May, the flowers will be 
donated to citizens. EU Ambassador 
and Mayor of Podgorica will open and 
close the event.

Important historic buildings and institutions in Podgorica and most other cities in Montenegro will 
be illuminated in blue/yellow from the evening of 7 May until 9 May.
